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During the past two semes-
ters, the profundity of the 
Hebrew Psalms and Proph-
ets has impressed me in a 
fresh way. Our NWTS 
courses on these books have 
been based on a careful  
analysis of the original text 

and historical context of Psalms 89, 99, 105, 112, 
113, 134, 135, 149, Micah 5, Hosea 1-3, Amos 1 
and 9, Nahum 1, Obadiah, Ezekiel 36 and Isaiah 
42. The rich imagery of this poetry and prophecy 
brings us to the redemptive-historical fullness of 
our salvation in Christ Jesus. He is the center of 
these texts as he is of all our instruction and edifica-
tion at NWTS. It has been a great privilege to mine 
these passages together with Adam King, our forth-
coming graduate.

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I t was my first General Assembly after becoming 
Orthodox Presbyterian. I found a seat at a long 
table near the front of the building next to a rul-
ing elder from California. We introduced our-
selves and began talking about church life. Some-
how or another, I don't remember just how, he 
learned that I preached after a BT model. Very 
quietly, so as not to embarrass me, he whispered, 
"Do You Believe in Application?" 

When I assured him that I  certainly did, he 
seemed much relieved. If this were the only time 
that I was asked this question I wouldn't think 
much of it. But I have been asked about it  hun-
dreds of times. This question isn’t asked so much 
now since most people who have this concern 
know where I stand, but why is everyone so con-
cerned? Must we not all apply the Scriptures 
when we preach them? 

The answer must be yes for the following two 
reasons. First of all, Scripture demands applica-

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tion. W e read in II T imothy 3:16,17 these words: 
“All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for 
teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in 
righteousness, so that the man of God may be 
thoroughly equipped for every good work.” The 
purpose of Scripture is teaching what man is to 
believe concerning God and what duty God re-
quires of man (S.C. #4). Therefore, the preaching 
of Scripture must include sound teaching, but it  
must also include words to change our lives and 
behavior. Furthermore, Paul in this second letter 
to T imothy goes on to say, "Preach the Word; be 
prepared in season and out of season; correct, re-
buke and encourage -- with great patience and 
careful instruction" (II  T imothy 4:2). From this it  
is obvious that preaching the Word has a conse-
quent effect on the listener's life, or at least should 
have such an effect. 

Secondly, our Directory of Worship insists on 
application as part of the sermon. In chapter II I , 
section 3, we read, “the minister should explain 
the Word of God for the instruction of his hear-
ers and then apply it for their exhortation.” Con-
sequently, there is no excuse for not applying the 
Word of God in our sermons. However, having 
said that, we must not stop there, for there is a 
right way to apply the Scriptures and a wrong way 
to do it. The wrong way has been amply supplied 
to us in the history of the church. For centuries 
the pastor expounded a passage of Scripture, or a 
doctrine found in a passage, and then went on to 
draw moral teaching from that doctrine or pas-
sage. What application he found might be related 

indirectly to the 
passage or tangen-
tially to it. Most 

of it was pious moral advice that might be very 
true, but which had little or nothing to do with the 
passage as seen in its context and in the context of 
God's overall redemptive work in Christ. 

Today, sermon styles are much more diverse. Fur -
thermore, preachers also want to bring the Bible 
into today's world and make it applicable to to-
day's problems. Thus we can take moral lessons 
from the Bible or relate human stories from the 
Bible and show how they give us directions for our  
lives. As, for instance, the story of David and Goli-
ath. Here, we are told was a young boy who 
through faith and courage was able to become a 
leader of God's people. Consequently, we too can 
do the same if we have faith and courage. This is a 
perversion of the idea of application. In doing this 
we are missing the central message of Christ in the 
Bible and making it into a moral lesson like any 
other human teaching. 

The true application of the Bible is to take the 
listeners of the sermon back into the Scriptures. 
There let them understand the teaching of the text 
in the light of its context, and in terms of its place 
in all of redemptive history as it culminates in Je-
sus Christ. We don't have to preach everything 
from Genesis to Revelation. We don't have to 
trace every idea in every book of the Bible. How-
ever, we do have to see the particular passage we 
are dealing with in the light of Christ. What God 
requires of our lives he requires only as we are in 
Christ by faith and as he gives us His Holy Spirit 
to accomplish it. I f we do not see application in 
this way then we will be preaching just a different 
form of humanism and not true Christianity.
